GURU GOBIND SINGH JI (1666 to 1708)
Guru Gobind Singh Ji, the tenth Guru of Sikhs - the father of the Khalsa Panth, an apostle of Human Unity and Brotherhood, a prophet of freedom, and an emblem of selfless sacrifices and service, the Brave and the Bold, the saint and the soldier, the savior of Humanity the champion of the weak and the oppressed, irreconcilable opponent of the Tyranny, friend of all and the foe of the none, held back nothing and gave his all and everything  for the completion of great mission of national welfare, started by Guru Nanak Dev Ji and carried forward by his successors thereafter.

Guru Saheb reshaped the Hindu community to which the evil of caste system was eating lake a canker worm.  He abolished all social distinctions and put an end to caste system and untouchability, which was dragging people into the deepest pit of degradation.  He brought  high and low, to the status of perfect  and said “Manas ki  Jaat sabhe ekeh  pehchanbo”  (recognise all human beings as equal). He placed women in position of equality with men in all respects.  He fused all the 4 castes into one brotherhood  - i.e Khalsa Panth and brought into being a new living spirit of  which possessed the whole of Sikh Panth and his impress  not only  altered and elevated the constitution of their minds but also operated materially and gave amplitude to their physical frames.  He made sparrows hunt and pluck the falcons to make one fight a legion to make the poor and the destitute  become Rulers.

He taught and practiced highest form of morality in public and private life.  He enjoined upon Sikhs to be pure in thought, word and deed and never to stoop or countenance unfair means, falsehood, deceit or lies. 

He engaged in war as a last resort not for lack of love and regard for humanity but because of abundance of it He said “all modes of redressing  a wrong having failed, raising of sword is pious and just.   His vision of war was based on the concepts of Saint – soldier – i.e  true solider is a saintly person and true saint is a mighty warrior.  He was an obedient servant of God.   He attributed all his success to Khalsa ( Inhi Ki Kirpase - Sajje  hum  hein nahin moso garib Karore Pareh.  (It is all through them that he is so exalted and otherwise there were millions of worms like him).  His life was an emblem of sacrifice.  His entire life was a long, vigorous and persistent struggle for the upliftment and liberations of the vanquished race.   He fought 16 highly unequal battle and lost none.  They all vividly display that spirit ultimately triumphs all impediments. No reverses of Fortune could dampen his spirits, resolve and shake him or waver him in his lofty purpose/mission that he placed before  himself.  As per late Dr. Balbir Singh” his message is to rise above all superstitions. Grow out of your individual self and stand liberated.  All united as one and each one equal to all.  Honour one God, Feeling his living glow within your heart  and his moral, warmth in your blood.   Keep ready, do not Wink-Realise in your action. The noblest action is to sacrifice and self surrender to His Will.   All what you achieve goes to  his glory.  The victory is His.   You belong to the whole and whole belongs to Him.  He is the whole and victory is His.

The mission initiated by Guru Nanak Dev Jee was completed by Guru Gobind Singh Jee.  He formalized the present distinctive features of Sikhs.  He left this world in the year 1708.  Now Sikhism is the 7th major religion of the world with population of over 1.5 crores.
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
