GURU ANGAD DEV JI  (1504 – 1552)

Born on 31st March 1504, in village Sarai Naga in Faridkot District of Punjab, Guru Angad was the second Guru of the Sikhs to whom the Guruship was passed on by  Guru Nanak Dev Jee in the year 1539, breaking the established practice of appointing one of his two sons to succeed  him.  His father, Pheru Mal was a trader and his mother’s name was Mata Ramo Ji.  His earlier name was Bhai Lehna Ji. Guru Nanak Dev Ji  renamed him Angad i.e “inseparable part” of himself.  He was a man of extreme Religious sensitivities.  In the age of 15 he was married to Mata Khivi Ji.  He had two sons named Dasu and Datu and a daughter Bibi Amro.  He was a devotee of the godless Durga before he came into contact with Guru Nanak Dev Ji. 
During 13 years of stewardship of Sikh religion, the fledgling faith grew with Discipline, and norms of personal conduct were diligently upheld.  He finalized the Gurumukhi  Script in which,  Guru Granth Sahib Ji is written. He collected the hymns of Guru Nanak Dev Ji into a book which included 63 hymns composed by him also.

He got built a new township on the banks of Beas and named it Goindwal in the  name of one of his disciples named Gobind.  This place later grown to be a major centre of  Sikh religion.

He maintained the tradition of Kirtan in the mornings and evenings.  He reorganised the tradition of Langar, started by Guru Nanak Dev Ji.  He left for heavenly abode at the age of 48 at Khadur Sahib - a Village founded by him.
